HB 1204

CCC created and successfully lobbied for the passage of HB 1204. This legislation requires public schools
to provide conflict resolution for students three (3) weeks of instruction for grades K-12. The intent is to
reduce youth violence. On July 8, Governor Quinn signed this legislation into law. A special thank you
to our sponsors Rep.
